· NISSAN parts catalogs for Windows
· FAST, helps find parts and part numbers for all Datsun/Nissan vehicles made from 1979 to 2003.

E-FAST, helps find parts and part numbers for all Datsun vehicles made from 1964 to 1978.

· (E-FAST is not a stand allow catalog, so it requires installation of the FAST catalog to open and operate)

Both systems allow you to view illustrations and create parts lists that can be printed and/or saved.

Here the several ways in which you can search for parts: 

* PART DESCRIPTION: Enter any part name (up to three words).

* PART NUMBER OR CODE: Enter a minimum of the first 3 part number or code characters.

· * COLLISION ESTIMATION: Enter the damage location & severity, you will then receive the parts needed for repair of the vehicle.

· ILLUSTRAIONS: Are available at three index levels (General, Group & Section). 

Section levels, display part codes, that when selected, give part numbers.

What does E-FAST and FAST do?

* They both use a Window’s interface & toolbar icons, allowing for full point & click simplicity. You can 

   also use shortcut KEYS, for common functions.

* Change illustration background color, by simply pressing the (*) key on the number pad. 

* Uses a pop-up window to select the Nissan model & year.

· * Allows you to select any number of Section levels to view part illustrations.

* You can print any part illustration or part number list.

· THE FOLLOWING OPTIONS ONLY APPLY TO FAST (1979 to 2003)
* By entering the VIN, the vehicle is totally identified (body style, exterior paint color code, interior color 

   code, engine type, transmission type & roof style). Also any & all parts that do not apply to that  

   vehicle, are removed from the part number sub list.

* If you check the box “Save use” box on the first page of the “FAST setup” file, it allows you to save the 

  VIN information, for future use, and give it an identifying name.

* It allows you to create MEMOS that apply to individual part or group of parts.

ILLUSTRATION

FOR PART DESCRIPTION SEARCH (FAST ONLY):

* Enter up to 3 PART words. The more words entered, the less part codes are found.

* It helps to enter part words that make the part distinctive or unique.

* Abbreviate words, exactly as done in descriptions (example: ASSY, not ASSEMBLY).

  If unsure of spelling, only enter letters that you are sure of (example: ASS will give ASSY or ASSIST).

* Treat hyphenated words as 2 words (example: ASSY-FUEL, enter as ASSY & FUEL).

* Leave out punctuation marks (example: Leave out comma in HOSE ASSY, FRONT).

ENTERING VEHICLE INFORMATION, FOR ANY SEARCH:

* Enter VIN (FAST ONLY)

* Enter Model number (FAST ONLY)

* Enter Model Series (FAST & E-FAST)

* Enter production date (FAST & E-FAST)

· The more information entered, the more selective the part number search will be.
1. TO START A PART ILLUSTRATION AND PART NUMBER SEARCH IN FAST:

2. Click the MODELS ON CD icon on the top TOOL BAR and pick the model from the list. Click OK button and some of the vehicle’s information will be displayed on the main page.
3. If you enter the 17 character VIN of the vehicle, in the VIN-CODE box and click OK. You will have to pick a model and all the vehicle’s information will be displayed on the main page.
1. TO START A PART ILLUSTRATION AND PART NUMBER SEARCH IN E-FAST:

2. Click the Model List button on the lower TOOL BAR and pick the model from the list.
3. Enter Prod. Date if you know it, as it will help part number search.
1. TO CONTIUE THE SEARCH, USING A PART NAME (FAST ONLY):

2. Click on the ABC icon on the top TOOL BAR.

3. Enter up to 3 part names and click OK.

4. Highlight the part names you want and click the OK box.

5. Find part and click on the PARTCODE.

A. Click on the ILL icon on the top TOOL BAR, or click PRINT, for a printed copy of the list.

B. The part code number will be highlighted in GREEN.
· To place the part on the parts list, click the part code number again and highlight it in RED (a number will also show up in the Qty box in the lower left corner of the window).

C. To remove the part from the part list, click the down arrow, next to the Qty box, until the part code number is highlighted BLUE.

1. TO DO A COLLISION SEARCH USING ILLUSTRATIONS (FAST ONLY):

2. Click the COLLISION ESTIMATION icon on the top TOOL BAR.

A. In next window, click the area of the vehicle’s damage.

B. Click the amount of damage to the vehicle (HEAVY, MEDIUM or LIGHT).

3. Click the RELATED-ILLUST button.

4. In the illustration window, the commonly damaged parts will be highlighted in PINK.

5. To pick a part, click on its code number until it is highlighted RED.

6. Click on the PAGE FORWARD icon on the TOOL BAR, to go to the next illustration.

· After highlighting all parts that are needed, click the P/No Search icon on the top TOOL BAR and the part number will automatically be selected (in some rare instances, you will be given a short list of part numbers. You will then have to click on your part number and highlight it in YELLOW).

1. TO FIND A PART NUMBER USING ILLUSTRATIONS (FAST AND E-FAST):

2. Enter vehicle information

3. FAST: Click SEC INDEX icon on top TOOL BAR and then highlight all parts areas needed.

E-FAST: Click the Gr List button on lower TOOL BAR and click on the area of the car you need part numbers for. Click on the part codes, highlighting them first to Blue, then to Red. Take note of the part code # and click KEY List. A WINDOW will now open, showing all the part numbers for that page, in the third column.  Page down the picked part code # and you will find the part number.
